Prepared

· Have your script/music and pencil ready for rehearsal. 

· Your script and music MUST be returned to Griffin once the production is over, so PLEASE take care of them! 

· If it is a dress rehearsal, please be sure all of your costume pieces are there.

· Before going on stage, be sure all of your props are where they should be. 

.Polite 

· Do not distract actor’s or crew members on stage by talking, making faces, etc. Stay focused on the production. 

· While backstage, do not talk, read, play on your phone etc.  Be ready at all times!

· Listen carefully and respect the Director, Directors, Asst. Directors and Stage Managers.  

· Clean up after yourself.  Throw away your trash and be sure to take your belongings home.  

Positive  

· Be supportive to each other.  Remember, every single participant is vital to making this production successful.  Whether you are the lead actor or sound board operator- each are equally important and deserve respect and support.  

· Remember, you are not the Director.  If you have a suggestion on how the scene should be played, please speak with the Director outside of rehearsal. Do not bring negativity to rehearsal by criticizing or bullying. That behavior will result in your removal from the show.
